® The lighting tracks are not provided along with luminaires
and need to be purchased separately. Recommended
model is PRO-0310 from POWERGEAR. Please contact
your local dealer for details.

% The maximum bearing weight of the lighting track is
10kg, the maximum weight of a single luminaire is 2kg,
and the maximum limited current is 16A.

% When installing multiple luminaires, it is necessary to
consider that the installation interval is more than
30cm after the lamp holder is rotated.

% Do not install the luminaires on mismatched lighting
tracks to avoid accidents such as falling of luminaires
and electric shocks.

% Confirmation before installation
Before installation, please confirm the position of the
revolving spanner of the power box and the rotary spanner
of the adaptor, as well as the installation direction of the
luminaire.

@ The revolving spanner/rotary spanner should be located on
the "Remove" side according to the warning labels at both
ends of the power box.

@There is a ground wire label on one side of the adaptor,
which should be kept on the same side as the groove on
the lighting track indicating the position of the ground wire.
